The brand has made a name for itself in interiors
circles (thanks to projects in New York and Greece),
since and just made its first foray into design with
the launch of ‘Apollo’ and ‘bb’ - equally minimalist
and utilitarian furniture offerings. Our favourite is
the molten-aluminium ‘bb chair’ (pictured, £8,476),
an exercise in elegant brutalism. Keep a watchful eye on
this studio, as we predict big things (corpus.studio.com).

Reading is fundamental

Dutch natural-stone supplier SolidNature
has teamed up with British designer
Paul Cocksedge to create a new edition
of ‘'The Bookmark’ (the first came out in
2012). Cocksedge personally selected the
blocks of Boliviana Sodalite and Sunset
Dune travertine for the pieces, before they
were CNC-carved into wedge-shaped
forms. Be quick, as there's only a limited
